You may call 786-2413, but please leave only your name, address, and phone number, and someone will get back with you to discuss the situation.  


For the quality of life in our community, let's all do our part to be good neighbors. Please mow and edge your yard.  Keep the level of music in your vehicles and homes low so as not to disturb others, and pick up litter. All of us working together can make a difference.

LAWS REGULATING COMMERCIAL BUSINESS





During the past year CANA has been witness to local residents attempting to conduct commercial business from their residential property, which is in violation of both city and county zoning laws. According to the Department of Planning and Development’s web site (www.dpdgov.com), commonly cited zoning complaints involve operating a business within a residential zone, such as automotive repair, the selling of vehicles, or day-care operation.  Any business operating in the City of Memphis or in Shelby County must obtain a Certificate of Use and Occupancy, the fee for which is $69.00.  Businesses are not allowed to operate within residential zones.  Permanent or temporary signs, billboards, or banners advertising commercial business are also not permitted. Anyone using a residential property to conduct business or advertise commercial business is in violation of the law, and is subject to a possible fine or jail sentence.





The following statements are taken from the Code of City Ordinances (Chapter Five, Article One):





Section 5-3 (a):  No dog shall be allowed to run at large within the city. Each dog not confined behind a fence shall be placed on a leash and controlled by a person physically capable of controlling such dog.





Section 5-5 (a): Every owner shall provide his animals with sufficient good and wholesome food and water, proper shelter and protection from the weather, and veterinary care when needed to prevent suffering.





5-5 (c): No owner of an animal shall abandon such animal.





Please follow a responsible spay/neuter program to help avoid future possible violations of these ordinances.





Animal Regulations





We can each do our part by doing the following:


 


Keep our lawns mowed and edged, and remember to not park on the grass. (code section 48-49)


Remove trash cans from curbside by 7:30 p.m. on the day of garbage collection. (code section 15-24) 


Pick up old newspapers and litter from our yards, sidewalks and the street in front our homes.  (code section 16-492)


Pealing paint and broken windows and shutters are an eyesore. Let's all do our part to Clean Up, Paint Up and Fix Up our homes. (city ordinance 4851)


Report big rig truck cabs and/or trailers parked on residential streets or driveways. (section 21-145)


Do not attempt to conduct commercial business within a residential zone, which is a violation of city and county ordinances (see article at right).

The Colonial Acres Neighborhood is bounded by Park Avenue on the north, Cherry Road on the west, I-240 on the south, and Mt. Moriah on the east.  The neighborhood is divided into seven zones, as indicated in the map at right.  The Blue and Orange zones lie to the east of Colonial, while the Pink and Green zones lie to the west.
