City Code Enforcement





2006 is an election year, and the big news in our area is we are to elect a U.S. Congressional Representative, for the Tennessee 9th District, to fill the seat vacated by Harold Ford, Jr., who is running for U.S. Senate.  The primaries for these elections will be held early in August, but there are also local primary elections which are to be held one month from now (May 2). The City of Memphis Department of Housing and Code Enforcement has as its purpose the protection of public health, safety, and welfare in existing buildings used for dwelling purposes.  This department administrates and enforces the City’s Code of Ordinances, which regulate minimum housing standards for existing dwellings, environmental conditions which may contribute to deterioration in the community, and storage of inoperable or abandoned vehicles on private property.  Concerned citizens who wish to report about an abandoned house or vehicle, structural defects in dwellings, and appliances or junk stored on property are encouraged to telephone the Mayor’s Citizen Service Center at 576-6500.
